Levy renewal vote in Nov.

The Three Rivers Local School District Board of Education will ask
voters to approve a renewal levy this fall.

Board members voted unanimously at their regular meeting
Tuesday, June 10, to place a three-year, 4.95-mill renewal levy on
the November ballot.

The board was scheduled to meet again Tuesday, June 17, to
make a required second vote on the matter and officially get the
issue on the fall ballot.

taxpayers would pay the same amount of school taxes they are
paying now to the Three Rivers Local School District.

“We are not asking taxpayers for an (increase) in taxes,” he said.
“We thought that was the most palatable option for our voters.”
The 4.95-mill levy, originally approved by voters in 2005, costs the
owner of a home with a market value of $100,000 about $146 per
year in taxes. The levy raises about $1.9 million for the school
district annually.

Bayes said November is the last chance the district has to pass
the renewal levy.

If the district does not pass the renewal, not only does the levy go
off the books, but the district will also lose the money it receives
from the state of Ohio as reimbursement for the phasing out of the
tangible personal property tax, he said.

Failure of the renewal levy, coupled with the loss of the state
reimbursement, would mean Three Rivers would likely have to ask
voters for a new 9-mill levy in 2009, he said.

“It's really crucial for us to pass this renewal in November,” Bayes
said.

He said the board feels they have a good chance of passing the
renewal levy due to the fact that it does not seek additional taxes.
“At the end of the day we’re not asking for anything more than
what the taxpayers are currently paying,” he said.
