In addition to designing the new school, a committee will be formed to investigate and pursue the use of 

Taylor High School.  This could take the form of developing partnerships, leasing all or portions of the 

building, or selling the property for development purposes.   

Committees will also be formed to design the closing ceremony for each of the schools that have served 

this community for so long and schools that will always be an important part of the history and 

traditions of this school district.
