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e Creative Curriculum is a comprehensive, research-based
curriculum that promotes exploration and discovery as a

way of learning, enabling children to develop
confidence, creativity, and lifelong critical thinking
skills.

e We work closely with Hamilton County Education
Service Center (HCESC) and their early childhood '
department to develop units and get materials.

e We alter curriculum every year, so students who
attend multiple years are engaged and not repeating
the same units year after year.
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e Farly Learning Assessment is required by the state to be
given twice a year.

o The assessment is designed to aid teachers in determining
where children are in their readiness for kindergarten. The
