* My brother, Denny, died in a car crash in Jan of 1967 at the age of 18 just after his
graduation from Taylor in 1966.

* About 10 years ago, my parents felt as though it was time to terminate the award as
they were aging and not as visible in the community anymore.

* While I've been away from the community ever since leaving for the USAF Academy
and my 40 years of Air Force and civil service, | wanted to ensure their vision for the
award continued and was magnified with the addition of a scholarship.

* Last year, donations and admin made things challenging to get the scholarship
established. However, the school district, out of an extraordinary amount of
generosity, chose to recognize my parents’ contribution to the Taylor community by
providing $250 to each award winner.

* This year and for the foreseeable future, each winner will receive a $500 scholarship
in addition to the trophy.
